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1. Introduction

The Proponent of the Community Access Road (CAR or the Project) is Marten Falls First Nation (MFFN), a
remote First Nation community in northern Ontario located at the junction of the Albany River and Ogoki
River, approximately 430 kilometres (km) from Thunder Bay, Ontario. The MFFN community is proposing
an all-season CAR that will connect the MFFN community to Ontario’s provincial highway network (Highway
643) to the south via the existing Painter Lake Road. MFFN, as the Proponent of the Project, has formed
the MFFN CAR Project Team that includes MFFN CAR Community Member Advisors and MFFN CAR
Project Consultants who act with input, guidance, and direction from the MFFN Chief and Council.

The Project is subject to a federal Impact Assessment (1A). Subsection 19(1) of the Impact Assessment Act
indicates a satisfactory Impact Statement (IS) must be provided within three years of the Notice of
Commencement of the IA, which for the Project occurred on February 24, 2020. As such the current
deadline to provide a satisfactory IS for the Project is February 24, 2023. The Project is requesting a 3.5-
year extension of the IS phase to July 24, 2026.

On May 12, 2022, MFFN received a letter from the Impact Assessment Agency of Canada outlining the
required information to be provided for the Agency to evaluate the request for an extension to the 3.5-year
deadline for the submission of the IS.

The purpose of this document is to demonstrate the need for an extension of the IS phase for the Project
through describing what the Project has accomplished to date (Section 2), what it plans to accomplish
through the remainder of the current IS time period (Section 3), and what it will accomplish in the additional
time being requested for the IS phase (Section 4).

The Project is also subject to the Ontario Environmental Assessment (EA) process. The co-ordination of the
federal IA and provincial EA processes has had and will continue to have an impact on the Project’s IS
phase timeline, and therefore this document will reference the provincial process where relevant.

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2. Progress to Date

This section of the Work Plan provides a summary of the progress the Project has made since the Notice of
Commencement of the IA, and is inclusive of the time period from February 24, 2020, through to the
submission of this document.

The focus of this time period has been on:

= Provincial EA / federal IA Methodology;

m  Project Description Definition;

m  Secondary and Primary Data Collection;

= Indigenous Knowledge Program and Aboriginal Treaty Rights and Interests; and
= Consultation and Engagement.

The following events have had significant impacts on the progress of the provincial EA / federal 1A during
this time period:

m  The onset of the COVID-19 pandemic in March 2020 has impacted the Project’s ability to
undertake in-community consultation and engagement as well as some primary data collection
activities. Further, through COVID some Communities have not been available and / or willing to
participate in the Project;

m  Forest fires in northern Ontario during the summer of 2021 impacted the Project’s ability to
undertake field work due to safety concerns. In July 2021 an Emergency Area Order was posted
which restricted activities within the region of the Project due to the risk of fire, which limited field
study opportunities. Additionally, a number of helicopter service providers were officially
commandeered by the Manitoba government, which limited their availability and interfered with
the ability to complete field programs until late summer;

= Heavy snow conditions in winter 2021 / 2022 impacted the ability for the winter furbearer ground
tracking survey program to be undertaken;

= The Groundwater Monitoring Program was delayed for approximately six months as a result of
both the proponent’s and province’s consultation requirements associated with permitting and
approval;

m  The provincial Terms of Reference (ToR) process took longer than originally expected due in
particular to:
- the decision to release a draft ToR for public comment including added time for external
agency review of it as well as updating the document to reflect comments received; and

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- the decision on the provincial ToR taking approximately one year rather than the 12
weeks expected as the MECP extended the comment period on the ToR to respond to
comment extension requests received from Indigenous Communities, and additional time
was required by the proponent and Ontario to respond to comments in order to address
concerns raised.

m  The new IAAC process that requires the submission of draft study plans, final study plans and
work plans has led to further delay in schedule as a result of review process and time required to
respond to IAAC comments.

2.2 Project Description

The Project has been further defined since the Notice of Commencement of the A, including addition of an
alternative option for crossing the Ogoki River?, definition of the potential aggregate sites and ancillary
infrastructure for all alternative route segments. Figure 2-1 identifies the Ogoki River west crossing
alternative, possible aggregate sites that will be utilized for the Project construction and operation, as well
as the associated access roads and potential construction camp sites.

While investigating construction feasibility of the alternative routes in June 2020, a newly identified potential
crossing location of the Ogoki River for Alternative 4 was identified to the west. This western crossing option
of the Ogoki River presents numerous benefits including, but not limited to a shorter span crossing of the
Ogoki River and proximity to available road material, which would result in considerable reduction in terms
of Project construction timelines and cost.

2. Inresponse to a comment on the ToR, on January 14, 2021, the MFFN CAR Project Team informed the Agency of a newly
identified potential crossing location of the Ogoki River that was included in the ToR but not in the Detailed Project Description.

o e g S I
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Temporary access roads may be required during construction of the CAR. The purpose of the temporary
access roads is to facilitate emergency access, equipment and personnel access, and to provide access to
and from quarries, borrow areas and aggregate sources areas. It is anticipated that these temporary roads
will be developed within the ROW of the CAR with the exception of those required for access to the
guarries, borrow areas and aggregate source areas. Where applicable, existing roads will be used to
access the ROW.

It is estimated that during construction there would be a staging area including stockpiles of materials
approximately every 25 km and stockpiles of equipment would be located approximately every 10-20 km.
Staging areas and stockpile areas are anticipated to be established within the ROW or other already
disturbed areas (i.e., aggregate resources areas or camps) and therefore not result in additional footprint to
the PDA.

2.3 Primary Data Collection

Significant effort has been made in characterizing the existing conditions in the Project study areas,
including review of available desktop information as well as planning for and collection of primary data.

Field programs to support the provincial EA / federal IA have been underway since 2019, with the programs
that have been conducted to date outlined in Table 2-2. Table 2-2 also summarizes meetings that were
held with agencies related to the field programs, however it is worth noting that many discipline study plan
meetings identified in Table 2-1 also included technical discussions related to field programs.

A number of field programs were delayed in 2020 and 2021 due to:

m  COVID-19 restrictions;

m Helicopter availability as a result of the Emergency Area Order and Commandeering of
helicopters by the Manitoba Government to manage forest fires (2021);

m Inclement weather, including heavy snow fall affecting the fur bearer ground tracking and aerial
ungulate surveys; and

m  Proponent’s and province’s consultation requirements associated with permitting and approval
affecting the commencement of the groundwater and geochemistry program.

In addition to the field programs for the natural science disciplines identified in Table 2-2, primary data
gathering to support the Social, Economics and Land and Resource Use assessments commenced in
spring 2022 through phone and video interviews. Focus group meetings to collect socio-community
information are being planned with the Marten Falls community in fall 2022.

To date 11 Indigenous Communities, including Marten Falls First Nation, have expressed an interest in the
IK Program. Marten Falls First Nation is continuing to confirm interest in the IK Program of two specific
Communities. A status update for those Indigenous Communities who have expressed an interest in
participating in the IK Program to date is provided in Table 2-5.

To date, the Proponent has received minimal IK and information on Indigenous land and resource use from
Communities. Despite ongoing efforts to support Indigenous Communities in participating in the IK Program
and sharing information on Aboriginal and Treaty Rights and Interests, participation and information sharing
is very low. A key milestone date to receive information was June 30, 2022. However, no information has
been received to date. The Proponent will continue to work with Indigenous Communities to support and
encourage them share this valuable information. In the interim, the Project Team completed a
comprehensive literature review of publicly available information related to Indigenous knowledge,
information on Indigenous land and resource use and ATRI. Results of the literature review will be used to
inform the assessment and will be shared with Indigenous Communities for discussion. The Project Team is
also planning to hold in-person/virtual workshops in Thunder Bay in early 2023. The interested
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communities will be sent an invitation to this workshop. While the focus of the workshop will be to receive
perspectives on rights that may be affected by the project, IK sharing will also be discussed.

2.5 Consultation and Engagement

The Consultation and Engagement Program for the Project officially commenced in 2019 and since then the
Project Team has consistently encouraged Indigenous Communities to consult and engage on the Project
using a variety of methods. Activities completed to date are summarized in Table 2-6.

The Memorandum of Understanding with the Province of Ontario defines the roles and responsibilities of
both parties regarding the engagement of Indigenous Communities. Out of the 23 Indigenous Communities
(22 identified by MECP; the Agency added an additional community bringing the total to 23), 15 have
expressed interest in the Project. It is worth noting that many Indigenous Communities have not been able
or willing to participate in the Consultation and Engagement Program for the Project throughout the
pandemic. Some Indigenous Communities have expressed challenges during this period, including:

Emergencies and community crises, due to the pandemic or other ongoing issues;

Inability to bring the community together for in-person events and meetings due to the pandemic;
Poor internet or lack of devices or lack of interest to participate in on-line forms of engagement;
Not enough staff / capacity to help; and

Consultation fatigue with other projects going on in the area and requests from different
government agencies and Proponents.

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3. Remainder of current IS Phase

This section of the Work Plan provides an overview of the activities planned to support the provincial EA /
federal IA from the submission of this draft Work Plan through the end of the current IS phase, and is inclusive
of the time period from May 1, 2022, through February 23, 2023. The focus of this time period will be on:

Primary Data Collection and Existing Conditions Reporting;

Indigenous Knowledge Program and Aboriginal and Treaty Rights and Interests;
Effects Assessment; and

Consultation and Engagement.

3.1 Primary Data Collection and Existing Conditions
Reporting

Field work will continue in 2022, 2023, and 2024. The 2022 field season is expected to be busy as the
Project Team works to complete the majority of the baseline field investigations to make up for missed
surveys in previous years. As a sufficient amount of field work is completed for disciplines, existing
conditions reporting will be undertaken, with anticipated submission being late 2023. Table 3-1 outlines the
planned field programs for this time period.

In addition to the natural science field programs identified in Table 3-1, in-community data collection to
support Social and Human Health and Community Safety assessments was planned for the summer of
2022 within the Marten Falls and Aroland First Nations Communities. With the recent retention of a
community co-ordinator for Marten Falls, in-community social related data collection is now underway. In
regard to Aroland First Nation, nation to nation relationship issues need to be addressed before a co-
ordinator can be hired for the Project and data collection can begin. Should other Communities confirm they
have socio-economic interests or concerns related to the Project, data collection can occur with these
communities as well (early 2023 anticipated).

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4.3 Effects Assessment

The focus of the IS Extension Time Period will be on completing the residual effects assessment for all
disciplines, allowing for the evaluation of alternatives and selection of the preferred route in Winter 2024.
Once the preferred route is selected, a cumulative effects assessment will be undertaken on it, and other
impact assessment requirements, such as the Sustainability Assessment will be completed.

The Project has committed to releasing a draft EA / IS for Indigenous Communities, agencies, and
interested persons review and comment, which is currently anticipated to occur in summer 2024. Following
a 75-day comment period, the draft EA / IS will be updated to reflect comments received as well as any
primary data collection and Indigenous Knowledge that was received after the deadline for incorporation
into the draft EA / IS. The final EA /IS is tentatively scheduled to be submitted for agency review in summer
2025.
